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How would nature appear in a luxury apartment? Good question. The
project tells the story of how wood enters a modern style space without
violating other materials, or how wood has been absorbed into every
part of the lifestyle.

Design Concept

Located in a premier location, this apartment's owners are a couple
who enjoy nature and delight for a good quality life style. This apartment
appears as a venue where nature dialogues harmoniously with the
precision of industrial beauty and the place represents their attitude
how life should balances well with nature and its surroundings.

The layout shows an ample lounge seating in a pivotal position while
links to the private quarters by a bookshelf, visually penetrate into a
private living zone. There are two height level gaps at the ceiling and the
recessed part of the ceiling pushes to an abrupt end; this gap creates
an illusion as if there is a hidden well puncturing the floor to the upper
floor.

There are two kinds of cladding surfaces visible in this apartment; wood
is used on floor and wall; and metal to cover the beam and appear on
furniture pieces and some parts of the partition. While the contrast of
two materials does not mean awkwardness while rather complies a
balance dialogue of color and proportion.

Wood is client's beloved material so the wood used in this apartment is
not an industry product; the wood used in this apartment is tailor
crafted to show a unique texture and crafting marks. The wood floor
shows a herring-bone pattern implicating its link to nature. Rich pattern
shelf design gives a strong sense of visual depth to invite vision to
penetrate, and the indented pattern on the wall surface significantly
reduces the physical and visual weight of the heavy wall.

Wood is also a good material to call in g dweller's memory and ask for
a reckoning and accumulation of one's past originating from a rustic
nature and nourished by it.
